As a follow up to the September Faculty Advisory Council (FAC) meeting, I am providing the following summary of issues and priority areas for the FAC’s consideration during the 2013-2014 academic year.  We look forward to your consideration of these issues as agenda items for your membership this year, as well as your potential collaboration in these areas.

Eight-Year Regulatory Review—workgroup that would advise and assist MHEC with reviewing and revising major Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) related to institutions, academic programs, and program approvals

Senate Bill 740—multiple workgroups that would advise on and address targeted areas of interest within the bill, including degree credit limits, statewide reverse transfer agreement, transition courses, college-readiness assessments in high school, two-year to four-year articulation agreements, and degree plans

Competency-Based Education and Credit for Prior Learning—a review of COMAR regulations that either facilitate competency-based education or serve as barriers, as well as an analysis of policies and practices on Maryland campuses and potentially in other states

Review and Comment on Current/Upcoming MHEC Legislative Reports—Performance-Based Funding, Financial Aid, Services for Students with Learning Disabilities, Articulation System Review, and more to follow 
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
