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Directions: In your typed paragraphs use proper spelling, correct grammar, as well as complete sentences. Write in essay format and don’t use bullet points.  Keep the reader in mind: your written work should be easy to follow, explain your thinking, support your ideas, and express what you wanted to say. Discuss the question in detail. Don’t be too brief.  Write in your own words.  Proofread the paragraphs. Cite your sources and use them correctly (don’t cut and paste). This is an individual effort.
Note: You must type your answers.

a) In the first part of this project, you predicted the year that Greenland’s ice sheet will have entirely melted.  In the second part of the project, you determined the rise it would cause in sea level if the ice sheet melted.  More than 200 million people in the world currently live on land that is less than three feet above sea level.  Would the rise in sea level you calculated above have a significant impact on people living in coastal areas? Explain what we would have to expect as a result of gradual flooding.

b) There is some persuasive data that confirms that the Arctic Ice Cap will completely melt within the next 100 years.  Recently, we have heard a lot about melting Ice Caps. Discuss the reasons you believe why the Polar Ice Caps are melting. Be thoughtful and specific.

c) Think of some suggestions what we as a society or as individuals can do to slow down the melting of the ice caps.  (Be sure to give at least two thoughtful and distinct suggestions.)

d) Global Warming is a very hot political topic right now.  There are people who believe Global Warming is fact, and those who believe it is fiction.  Do some research and find one contention each side claims to support the existence or non-existence of Global Warming.  (Be sure to cite your sources.)
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
