If you quote from a webpage, please give the webpage address for reference. Paraphrase or comment and do NOT just copy paragraphs from your source.

a) More than 200 million people in the world currently live on land that is less than three feet above sea level.  Would the rise in sea level you calculated in the group part of the project have a significant impact on people living in coastal areas? Explain what we would have to expect.

b) We have heard a lot about melting glaciers, ice shelves, and ice caps in recent years. Discuss what seems to cause these ice covers to melt.

c) There is a growing number of scientists who believe global warming is a man made problem. There are also scientists who do not believe global warming exists or (if they believe it is happening) they do not agree that humans are the cause.

First, briefly state your opinion, then write about one of the following points:
